Check: Lower the lock and the grill will descend and go up moving the right
handle. The lock must stop the frame.

FINAL CHECK

® Check: No garbage on grill surface.

@ Check: Wheels easy moving

@ Check: Must be no loose screws and nuts

@ Check: Must be no rust on grill external body, frame, grill and fire box.




General Instructions

®

It is not unusual that upon using the grill for the
first time, there may be an odor of burnt paint.
This is a normal part of the paint curing process and
is rarely to repeat itself in the future

Remember never to touch any metal surfaces of the grill
while it is in use, as it can produce severe burns.

It is best to store the grill unit in a dry place, moisture may
result in oxidization.
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
